READIN' & WRITIN'

Guest speaker John Bernardin may have been intrigued by Buddy Burke's introduction,
which not only listed John's many accomplishments but also pointed out that John kicks

off this month when the programs are set up to attract female members with speakers such i,.
as John Bernardin, Julio Iglesias, etc. 4

John is with El Sobrante Rotary, and heads the District Literacy Program. The targets are =58
English-challenged students. 25% of California's public school students are illiterate, ,’;J
some 1.6 million, up 300,000 from 10 years ago. 85% of these are born in the U.S. Even 1]

Lamorinda is not immune from this problem, although the numbers are much smaller, =&
English learners speak 50+ different languages. Falling behind by the 3rd grade means great difficulty thereafter. 70%
of teen English learners drop out in high school, and 49% can't pass the mandatory exit exam. llliterate means

unemployable. School teachers have to add these problems to their normal curriculum.

To the rescue comes Rotary, along with a Canadian company called AutoSkill which has developed a phonics-based
program to teach these special students by computer. Included is an Academy of Reading and an Academy of Math.
Cost is $240/student/year. Payment is 1/3 by Rotary International, 1/3 by AutoSkill, and 1/3 by the student or a local
Rotary club. Cost to sponsor one student for one year is $80. A Rotary Tech Center can be set up. The smallest such
center is 10 work stations for 200 students, costing $15,000. Other partners with computer labs, such as Boys' and
Girls' Clubs, also participate.

Pilot programs in Canada, Australia and elsewhere have shown that this program gets results. The program is indi-
vidualized, and can begin at any time. Beginning instructions in Spanish are available. One problem brought up by
our troops is how to get parental support, which seems the most key.
